Sermon: Parting Words: Forgiveness

What is sin? To miss the mark. A divergence from moral conduct
as defined by God and a good conscience.

What is transgression? To step over a . Overstepping
Gods law. Closely related to trespassing, however the emphasis is
on intention while knowing the law.

What does it mean to forgive? To send away, set free, to let alone.

What does it mean to overlook? To let go, forget or pass over. It
should be the response when a person sins yet it is unintentional
and rare with little earthly

What is reconciliation? To bring unity and harmony. When an
offense is intentional -confession and repentance is required for
true unity to occur.

When we sin or transgress against another- it is on us to go and
make it right with the one we have offended.

What if a person refuses to forgive? What if a person refuses to
acknowledge their fault, ask for forgiveness, confess and repent?

Forbearance is required. What is forbearance? Forbearance
means the debt is still owed- but the one to whom it is owed re-
frains from taking action against the individual who has sinned. It is
patient self-control.
